LANGUAGE & READING -
Mrs. Eikmeier, Mrs. Nunnenkamp & Mr. Patera,

The sixth grade language arts and reading stu-
dents have been busy working on descriptive writing.
They are also learning about organizing their writing
in preparation for the district writing assessment that
will take place this month. Students will review their
capitalization skills as well as brush up on quotation
mark rules before they begin the mystery unit. Word
study continues to be a focus as our school goal is im-
proving students' vocabularies. Ask your child what
he / she is currently reading. The new accelerated
reader goals begin this month!

MATH- Ms. Niebaum, Mrs. Baumert

All 6™ graders at ERMS have completed a
unit on graphing, culminating in a graphing project
where students were to collect, compile and display
data in meaningful ways they had learned throughout
the unit. Students did an excellent job on these pro-
jects. Samples of these projects are posted through-
out the 6™ grade area.

In addition, Math 6 students have completed or are in
the midst of a unit on Number Theory, a unit of study
which looks for patterns with numbers, and uses vari-
ables and algebraic expressions, the beginnings of
Algebra. Students had fun finding the prime factori-
zation, learned divisibility rules, and many other
skills in this unit. Ask your student about another
interesting thing they learned about in this unit.

MATH- Team 2— Mrs. Baumert

2" quarter will be spent getting “reintroduced”
to fractions. Team 2 will be participating in
“Walking through the Fraction Forest”, a fun way to
practice these skills.

PRE - CONCEPTS - Ms. Niebaum &Mrs. Baumert

Pre-Concepts students have been studying
operations with decimals, which is a manageable
task after they learn the rules for operations, the
many shortcuts which simplify these skills, and hone
their computation skills.

All Pre-Concept students will also be participating
Math Olympiad ( M.O.) beginning in November.
Math Olympiad is a middle school math contest,
where students answer 5 specific problems each
month, and are scored against thousands of students
their own age throughout the country. The first con-
test date is November 16.

SCIENCE - Mr. Berck, & Mr. Phelps

For the next few weeks we will be concen-
trating on creating data tables and choosing the most
appropriate graph to display that data. After a dis-
trict standard test on graphing, we will start studying
environmental science. We will use a textbook as a
resource with this subject. An online textbook is
available under science on myeLearning. The online
book can even be read to you!

SOCIAL STUDIES - Mr. Ebers & Mrs. Rutledge

6" grade Social Studies is in the midst of
our Economics Unit. We have learned a lot al-
ready! Writing checks is especially fun because
we get to practice our “signatures.” Learning how
credit cards work has been very interesting because
it is great to know what happens with electronic
transactions (kind of like the magic behind the
light switch)! We have put together our Travel
Mate journals, so as long as your furry friend’s
backpack is ready, they can hit the road and start
their journey.

6" Grade Trip to Fontenelle Forest

On October 26", 6™ grade HALE students from
EMS and ERMS took a trip to Fontenelle Forest. The stu-
dents attended an all day workshop on nature adaptations.
During the first session of the workshop, students learned
about physical and behavioral adaptations. Physical adap-
tations involve changing skin color, hard shells for pro-
tection, smooth skin/fur for mobility, etc. Behavioral ad-
aptations can be when an animal hibernates, moves into
its shell, or migrates to warmer climates.

After the workshop the students were split into
groups and took a nature hike. On the hike the students
saw up close how plants and animals adapt and what
their habitats look like. Along the way they saw a baby
rat snake, snails, wasp eggs on leaves, woodpeckers, and
daddy long legs, which are actually known as harvest
men. Students also learned about different plants, trees,
moss and fungi. At the end of the trip students had the
opportunity to touch a real corn snake. It was a fun trip
and the students learned many new things about the adap-
tations that happen in nature.

Vice President Tammy Knight called the meeting to order at 7:00 p.m.

Treasurer, Noreen Vana, reviewed the entries on her report noting that apparel sales brought in around $1000.
This is down from last year possibly due to the fact that the designs were new last year. Concession sales
have been consistently good and directory numbers are not in yet.

Marquee — Mr. Riggert reported on his progress regarding the marquee. His discussion with the new City Plan-
ning Director was helpful. A decision was made to start the process over with the new board and approach
them with our request as it was presented in the past. Mr. Riggert will let us know when the next step will take
place. Anyone that is interested may join him in the process of getting our marquee approved by the city.

Message Board: A request by the track coaches to purchase a message board for displaying event records
was discussed at the previous Booster Club meeting. A motion was approved to use remaining AED funds to-
ward the purchase of the message board after checking competitor pricing compared to the quote submitted
with the request. A decision was made to purchase the board using the sign company the coaches recom-
mended.

Foundation Banquet — Booster Club President, Tammy Knight requested approval for the purchase of a table at
the banquet to be offered to ERMS staff as has been done in years past. A motion was made and seconded to
approve the request.

Grant funding — President Tammy Knight proposed the possibility of funding grant requests made by ERMS
staff through the foundation that have not yet been fully funded. The possibilities include $800 for classroom
clickers, $700 for a projector for a classroom that was not yet equipped with one as all other classrooms are,
and $3000 for Science Club students to attend the Science Olympiad and to purchase reusable kits.

Discussion included other uses of the money such as field trips. Mr. Riggert noted that the focus of the district
lately has been to not take too much time away from instructional time. One parent mentioned that several se-
lect groups go on field trips and to be fair to all, the entire class should be allowed to take field trips as well.

Another question centered around whether teachers have been asked for ideas/needs they have that Booster
Club monies could help with. It was noted that they have been made aware of the school activity fund, the
foundation grant process and the money set aside in the Booster Club budget for teacher requests.

A motion was made and approved to fund the $800 for classroom clickers. Discussion was tabled on the other
two ideas until the next meeting.

Future school for 7" graders — Mr. Riggert reported that a decision has been made to NOT send this year's 7"
graders to the new high school next year to alleviate overcrowding at ERMS. Based on the numbers projected,
ERMS will be able to accommodate the number of students expected. One difficulty will be providing enough
lockers for everyone.

Vehicle parking at pickup time — some complaints have come in from neighbors near the school about vehicles
parked incorrectly while waiting for students after school. Mr. Riggert has met with the neighborhood group to
iron out issues and come up with solutions if necessary.




Learning Community meeting — the Council is in the process of deciding how to determine the capacity of the
high schools and the rules for opting in. EPS feels each district should determine their own capacity; that deci-
sion is made by the Learning Community Council as a whole. We will look forward to hearing about the out-
come of that meeting and discussing it at the next Booster Club meeting.

School Improvement Plan — Mr. Riggert is excited about a committee he is serving on that is involved in writing
new standards for learning. He handed out information on the 7 standards schools must adhere to and the
new approach to teaching and assessing student progress. The goal of the new program is to intervene be-
fore students fail and assure that learning happens for each student. The 8" grade reading classes are pilot-
ing the new approach. He will be recruiting parents for a committee to help with this in future meetings — stay
tuned.

Miscellaneous parent comments —

Myelearning is very helpful and appreciated. It is utilized by teachers at ERMS very well.
Antler Academy — the program for after students to get work done after school - is “awesome”.
