Dear Parents,

Recently, several children at Fire Ridge have been treated for headvlica. help is needed to stop the
spread of head lice at school and in the community.

As you know, head lice are very communicable and can occur on the cleanest scalp and hair.
Transmission is usually through direct physical codtdodbm head to head and indirectly through conte
with objects carrying licé brushes, caps, pillows, etc.

Head | ice are small, wingless insects 1/ 160
grayishwhite in color. Lice lay small, silvery eggs, more commonly termed nits, which are gltred to
hair shaft close to the scalp. The eggs will hatch in 7 to 10 days if left undisturbed and untreated.

How can you help?

1. Check every member of your family.

2. Look for the louse and/or eggs, especially at neckline and behind ears. ltchiaghaauck r
common signs.

3. If evidence of head lice is found;
*** Treat the child. Follow product instructions closely. Repeati®days.
*** Remove all nits (eggs) using a nit comb or by sliding off between opposing fingernail and
thumb.
*** Clean househdl and personal items properly.

4. Contact school every time your child requires treatmehtall information is
confidential and assists in monitoring cases of head lice.
