NeSA-R Spring 2010 Results

This past spring was the first year of NeSA (Nebraska State
Accountability) tests. In April of 2010, students in grades 3-8 and
11 across the state took the NeSA-Reading test (NeSA-R). If you
had a child who was in those grades last year, you have or soon will
be receiving an individual report that explains your child’s
performance on the NeSA-R. Students’ scores are classified in three
levels: Exceeds Standards, Meets Standards, and Below Standards.

Performance Level Ranges for Reading
Exceeds Standards: 135 and above
Meets Standards: 85-134

Below Standards: 84 and Below

Here are Manchester’s results based on the Average Scale Score set
by the state:

3" Grade
State Average 101
Manchester Average 111

*78% of our students met or exceeded the standards

4™ Grade
State Average 104
Manchester Average 123

*88% of our students met or exceeded the standards

5" Grade
State Average 101
Manchester Average 114

*80% of our students met or exceeded the standards
